Supply manufacturers 5 year warranty against manufacturing defects and 5 year NZBC B2 durability for panels.

Install the system to manufacturer's requirements Mount panels to structure using factory supplied Z bar, L brackets on glue fix to structure

PENETRATIONS


Accommodate recessed light fittings, and other electrical and/or mechanical services that are fixed to or pass through the fabric panels. Provide independent support for these as necessary. Such fittings are not to be supported by the fabric panels.

PROTECT EXISTING WORK


Protect adjacent existing work from damage during the installation.  Where selected provide service panels finished with a temporary protective film.  Remove on completion of the ceiling installation.
